Executive Committee Report
The Executive Committee met on Thursday, August 31, 2021, at 1:30 p.m. in room C252. Attendees were Ms. Diane Ary, via Zoom, Mr. Bob Rhea, via Zoom, Mr. Larry Fischer, via zoom, trustees, Mr. Michael Elbe, president, via zoom,  and Ms. Leah Benz, executive assistant, note taker, in person.
Governor Pritzker COVID-19 Executive order No. 87:
The College received notification from the governor of the State of Illinois that beginning Monday, August 30, 2021, all individuals in Illinois who are age two or over able to medically tolerate a face coverage shall be required to cover their nose and mouth with a face covering when in an indoor public place. Vaccination requirements for Higher Education or testing requirements were also spelled out in this Executive order.
President Elbe shared with the Executive Committee that the order states you need to be vaccinated or you will be subject to weekly testing in higher education.  This applies to all staff, faculty and students.   The College did verify that no controlling is needed at the entrances. 
The College has been in correspondence with ICCB Executive Director, Brian Durham, on offering the SHIELD testing option to meet the testing requirements.  Currently, 1,200 schools are using this test out of the University of Illinois.  With this new required mandate of testing for higher education, institutions are experiencing a longer than usual wait period to get signed up and being able to implement by the September 5th deadline.  Mr. Durham indicated the state is allowing some grace to institutions if they are unable to get all the requirements met by the deadline.  President noted though, that an institution does need to prove they have documentation that vaccination cards are being collected, clinics being scheduled, and a plan to administer the test is in process.  The collected testing samples will need to be transported to  a Springfield Illinois lab for results.
President Elbe stated additional personnel will need to be hired to assist the College adhering to this requirement.  Funding help is available.  

The committee heard that non-compliance could result in lack of funding for the college as well as certification.

At this time, consideration of a progressive discipline procedure is being reviewed for non-compliance of a state mandate.
